The French Academic System

The academic year is divided into two semesters: September to
January, and February to June.

The IEP academic calendar is available on the website.

Each year, the IEP closes for the winter holidays (two weeks at
the end of December and beginning of January) and for the
summer break (four weeks from late July to late August).

The French grading system uses a 0-20 scale, with 10/20 as the
minimum passing grade.

Grades can compensate for each other within a semester and
across the full academic year.

If you do not pass the year (overall average below 10/20), resit
exams are held in July for Erasmus students and in September
for double-degree students.
